Learning outcomes
Pupils will be able to
· explain how Covid 19 has affected some children in Uganda.

· draw out the similarities and differences in experiences with children in the UK
· write to children in Uganda to express their understanding, what they have in common and to express shared hope for the future.
A lesson opportunity/ class worship

A)Ask pupils to watch the video https://youtu.be/uL6ypkjv_uQ
While they are watching - ask half the pupils to notice what is the same as our experience of Covid 19 in this country.
