PHASE 1

1. Remove the pews in the South Aisle and the bookcase from the back of the pews.
2. Remove the carpet.
3. Install a new oak floor in the South Aisle and the aisle in the Nave to the level of the Nave pew bases.
4. Install two Halo IR heaters and reposition current convection heaters.
5. Raise flag stones in porch to meet new floor.
6. Install the first fix services ready for phase two the Servery and phase three AWC plus additional electric points and a new 3 phase electric supply board.
7. Install a glass door in the current lobby door frame.
8. Raise and pin back historic oak doors.
9. Lower the Cotswold stone floor in the Nave and South Aisle to the level of the new oak floor.

PHASE 2

1. Install a Servery on the Southwest wall of the South Aisle incorporating the pew ends from the Altar in the South Aisle and join the services to sewer.
2. Install a cupboard next to the Servery to take the WC in phase three.
3. Remove the bookcase from South wall.
4. Move monuments from Southwest wall to South wall.
5. Move notice boards from Southwest wall to South wall.
6. Move altar frontal chest from Vestry to South Aisle in place of the Altar.


PHASE 3
1. Install an AWC on the Southwest wall of the South Aisle in the cupboard installed in phase 2.
2. Join services to sewer.

PHASE 4
1. Purchase 32 Theo stackable chairs.
